Enhanced driver’s licenses are equipped with the latest technology to
speed up border crossings and deter fraud. They cost $45 and
enhanced state identification cards are $30. Applicants will receive
them in two to three weeks. The EDL eliminates the need to carry
multiple ID documents when returning to the U.S. by land or sea from
Canada, Mexico, Bermuda or the Caribbean. It is ideal for those who
may be heading to Canada, such as sportsmen, day travelers and
vacationers.

When travelers approach an American border station in a vehicle, they
simply hold up their EDL. Technology in the card allows it to be
scanned from a distance. By the time travelers reach the station,
security personnel will usually only need to make a quick visual check.

Enhanced licenses are available to Michigan residents who also are
U.S. citizens. To apply, residents may visit any Secretary of State
SUPER!Center or other select branch offices. The application process
is relatively easy for those who already have a current driver’s license.
They only need to present proof of a valid Social Security number and
U.S. citizenship in addition to their driver’s license.

EDLs are offered for voluntary purchase and are not required.
Residents may continue to receive standard driver’s licenses and state
identification cards if they choose.
